Mark 7: 31-37 In living the gospel, rather than 
simply bringing others to Jesus we ourselves are 
the presence of the risen Christ who bring healing 
and salvation. If we are to be the embodiment of 
Godôs saving power then we must open our ears to 
hear and recognize all the everyday opportunities 
for making Godôs presence and reign known. This 
might be something so simple as turning off the TV 
and spending some time in the family listening to 
each other. Or it might be something so demanding 
as choosing to work fewer hours, and have less 
money available, in order to be more present to 
others. However we respond to otherôs needs, it is 
helpful to remember that we do embody Godôs of-
fer of salvation through the good we do.
